1 cup Cool Whip (from an 8 oz. or larger size)
Spread on the crust when it is cooled.

Pudding:
2 packages instant pudding 
2 1/2 cups milk
(experiment with flavors, chocolate and pistachio look very nice, lemon tastes great)
Beat until thick and spread on the cream cheese mixture.

Spread with remaining Cool Whip and sprinkle with chopped nuts.


Crust:
1/2 cup oleo
1 cup flour
1/2 cup nuts
Mix until crumbly and pat into a 9x13 pan. Bake at 350 degrees for 15-20 min. Cool completely
