Heather Ogden’s Confirmation
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FROM THE HISTORY BOOKS
Jeri Ogden found some interesting stories written by church members in some church history books she was going through.  An excerpt from these will be in the newsletter each month.  

We will begin with Mrs. Edward M. Ogden. (about 1892)  “Our family used to live in Northfield, but when I was about sixteen years old, we moved to Walton and attended the Congregational Church.

I remember the old parsonage, and I never liked it.  It was a dark, gloomy house, with lots of small windows.  It always reminded me of a prison.
Mr. Nims was the minister, and he preached very intellectual sermons.  Those were the days when pews were rented to families.  We had no ushers that I can remember, for we all knew we were to sit in the same place every week.  I remember the short pews up in front, at right angles to the others.  Mrs. Alice Landfield and her son and daughter always sat there.  Also I remember those long boxes with the long handles in which the collection was taken.  Everyone seemed to go to church as a matter of course, and services were always well attended.

We young girls used to put on our best dresses for church.  We wore long skirts and shirtwaists with high collars, and our skirts stood out because we had so many petticoats.  Also we wore small bustles.  We wore high top shoes with many buttons.  My favorite has was one which I had bought at Mrs. Bush’s millinery store.  It was a very large one made of bright red velvet and had a number of black birds perched on it.  In summer we wore long organdy dresses with full skirts and lots of ruffles and frills.”  To be continued…
